the abortion petition 

On May 16, 2024, the South Dakota Secretary of State certified 

for the November 5, 2024 election ballot a proposed constitu-

tional amendment that would legalize abortion through all nine 

months of pregnancy. The Secretary has designated the  

proposal as Amendment G. Check out the joint statement from 

Bishop DeGrood and Fr.
