All of it comes from the 
heart of the Trinity in

Before anything we might recognize as time or space 
came into being there was God, a Trinity of person 
loving one another in perfect, distinct unity, in the 

Oneness of God. 
 

Thus could St. John so confidently cry out:

It is a gift that today’s great Solemnity falls on May 31, 

usually the Feast of the Visitation, so that we might 
allow the gift of the Holy Trinity to be a model for our 
Pastorate of the Visitation, that in our 8 unique parishes 

there might be a unity in love, so that we, together, 
might be the instruments of God’s love in the world. 

 
We continue the work of revealing God’s love. 

 
Thus do all things, and our lives, begin and continue, 

“in the name of the Father, and of the Son,  
and of the Holy Spirit.”
